I am writing to you concerning the treatment of Mr Juan Ibrahim, who is currently held in isolation in Brook House IRC.

As a victim of torture, Mr Ibrahim should not have been put in detention in the first place, in accordance with Detention Centre Rule 35. His torture marks and trauma-related symptoms have been repeatedly noted by the detention centre's nurses and doctors but this has been completely ignored by the Home Office. I am therefore asking that his case is reviewed and that he is released from detention.

Since he was detained, Mr Ibrahim has self-harmed twice and has recently gone on hunger strike. His mental and physical state is getting worse by the day. Yet, instead of being offered adequate professional care and counselling, he has been put in isolation and cut off from the outside world. This is clearly making his situation worse, as his detention medical notes show.

Furthermore, since being put in isolation, Mr Ibrahim has not been able to access his phone and papers. This is in breach of his rights and makes it more difficult for detainee support organisations to help him, for instance in getting him a new solicitor. I am therefore asking that Mr Ibrahim is  immediately taken out of isolation and allowed access to his belongings like other detainees.
